JI-MIN PARK – tenor
Ji-Min Park trained at the Seoul National University, South Korea, as a student of Professor Philip Kang, and at the Vienna Conservatory, Austria, as a student of Professor Carolyn Hague.

He joined the Jette Parker Young Artists Programme at the Royal Opera House Covent Garden in September 2007 and made his Royal Opera debut as Third Esquire Parsifal, followed by Gastone La traviata (also understudying Alfredo), Fourth Jew Salome and Scaramuccio Ariadne auf Naxos. For the JPYAP 2008 summer concert of operatic extracts, Ji-Min sang Flamand (Capriccio), Basilio (Nozze di Figaro) and Belfiore (Il viaggio a Reims). 
In the 2008/9 season, Ji-Min sings Nathanael Les Contes d’Hoffmann, Pang Turandot, Kleiner Graf Die tote Stadt, First Sailor Dido and Aeneas, Coridon Acis and Galatea and Second Noble Lohengrin and understudy Rodolfo La bohème and Gastone La traviata at Covent Garden.
Previous opera engagements have included Don José Carmen, Ferrando Così fan tutte and Ernesto Don Pasquale for Opera de Baugé, Duca Rigoletto in Budapest, Rodolfo La bohème in Seoul and a televised opera gala concert in Korea. 
Ji-Min has won many prizes including First Prize at the 5th Klaudia Taev International Estonian Music Competition, the Vienna Staatsoper Special Prize at the International Belvedere Singing Competition in Vienna (2004), Second Prize in the 57th G B Viotti International Music Competition in Italy (2007), Second Prize at the 7th International Alexander Girardi Competition in Coburg, First Prize at the 7th International Bidu Sayao Competition in Belem, finalist in the International Francisco Viñas Competition in Barcelona (2006), and third prize at the International Singing Competition in Toulouse (2008). Ji-Min represented Korea in the BBC Cardiff Singer of the World Competition 2009. Peter Katona chose Ji-Min to represent Covent Garden in the Stella Maris International Vocal Competition onboard MS EUROPA in October/November 2009. He was awarded a prize to appear with the Deutsche Radio Philharmonie.
Also an accomplished recitalist, Ji-Min has sung recitals at La Scala Milan, La Fenice Venezia and for the Royal Opera lunchtime recital series in 2008 and 2009. Future recital plans include a Gala concert in Stoke.
In the 09/10 season Ji-Min joins the company of the Royal Opera House as a Jette Parker Principal. He will sing several roles including Sailor in Tristan und Isolde and Rodolfo in La Boheme, and cover Carlo in Linda di Chamounix, Des Grieux in Manon, and Alfredo in La Traviata. Ji-Min also goes on tour with the Royal Opera to Japan in the summer of 2010 to sing Gastone in performances of Traviata, cover Manon and to sing in an orchestral concert conducted by Maestro Pappano. Future engagements include his debuts at Theatre du Capitole Toulouse as Rodolfo in la Boheme, Edgardo in Lucia di Lammermoor and Alfredo in La Traviata for New Israeli Opera, and Gennaro in Lucrezia Borgia in Santiago, as well as his return to Covent Garden.
